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This title is a quote from Cardinal Newman, who will be beatified by Pope Benedict this month in England.  Change is an aspect 

of our lives. As Bishop Kicanas of Tucson, Arizona recently remarked in reflecting upon change, ñJust look at your grade school picture.  

We change in appearance.  We change in behavior.  History records changes that have taken place in every society, in every culture, in 

every organization. 

ñSome changes mark progress. Horse-driven carriages have given way to combustion-engine cars. Combustion-engine cars are 

giving way to hybrids. Typewriters succumbed to the emergence of the computer. Fax and email have lessened our reliance on post of-

fices. 

 Some changes mark decline. Regimes collapse, businesses fold, stock portfolios fall, homes are lost, and churches close.  

Change characterizes all life, personal and organizational. Changes was the slogan of Barack Obamaôs presidential campaign. Posters, 

buttons, bumper stickers and T-shirts bore the words óChange you can believe in.ô The message promoted the idea that things could be 

different and better.ò 

Change happens in the Catholic Church as well.  This should not surprise us.  In 1968, while a seminarian at St. Meinrad, I was 

part of a group of people sponsored by the Archdiocese to give workshops to priests concerning the celebration of the Mass from Latin to 

English.  This was more than a language change. It was literally óturning things aroundô for many people.  The priest no longer prayed 

silently, facing away from the congregation. He now had to be a communicator, facing people.  It was not an easy time for many priests; 

nor was it an easy adjustment for many of the laity.  One of the mistakes made was implementing changes without properly educating the 

ówhy and reasonô for the changes in the liturgy, proper placement of statues and time for devotional prayers.              

For some time, the International Commission on English in the Liturgy and the bishopsô conferences of all English-speaking 

countries have been working on updating the English translation of the Roman Missal [the official prayer-book used at Mass].  It has not 

been an easy job.  One of my memories of studying in at the University of Louvain in Belgium was the painstaking time professors took 

to properly translate a word or concept from another language into English.  Simple synonyms were not good enough. The professor 

HAD to get the right concept across. It was amazing to me how they struggled to get the óright wordô before moving on to another 

thought.  This is the reason for the new translation of the Roman Missal.  

As a ñCatholicò church, we are universal.  This implies that our language, though different from country to country, has a unity 

based upon the Latin origin.  The new Roman Missal that we will begin using in Advent 2011 is translated to better unify us with all na-

tions, so to truly ópray as one people.ô  

Over this next year there will be a number of opportunities to not only know what changes will take place, but also a teaching of 

why certain words are now being used and the reason for choosing these words and phrases.   

 Change happens. It is inevitable.  Sometimes change is a return to where we were; other times it moves us in a new direction.  

The celebration of the Eucharist is to be the source and summit of the Christian life.  And, as Pope John Paul II wrote, it ñis never any-

oneôs private property, be it of the celebrant or the community in which the mysteries are celebrated.ò  Through the Eucharist we profess 

a unity in the midst of being diverse members, uniting ourselves into one Body of Christ. The words we use in celebrating this Eucharist 

are to model this unity and oneness.  Through the opportunities offered in the months ahead to study and reflect upon upcoming changes 

in our Eucharistic liturgy pave the way to become a more authentic universal Church and Body of Christ in our world today.

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Parish Financial  Updateé

      Typically when we think of the end of the year, we think of December.  At St. Jude, however, our fiscal year ends on June 30th.  That 

means that we have closed the books on fiscal year 2009 and began fiscal year 2010 on July 1st.  As everyone is very much aware, 2009 

was a challenging year financially for virtually everyone and it appears that 2010 will be more of the same.  Fortunately, we continue to be 

blessed with very generous parishioners.  Our members not only donate their money but also their time and talent to the success of our 

parish. 

      A good example of parishioner generosity is our very successful summer festival.  The festival is one our largest fund raisers and al-

lows us to complete many projects that would not be possible otherwise.  Most recently we have committed $100,000.00 from festival pro-

ceeds over the next 3 years to be used towards phase II of the capital campaign. Over the years we also have completed projects such as 

putting  new roofs on various parish buildings, making technology upgrades at the school and parish center, installing a new furnace at the 

school, and much more.  All this was made possible because of the commitment of the people who chair the booths and spend hours and 

hours to make our festival a success.  Parishioner dedication to the festival means a great deal more than simply running a successful 

festival.  Volunteering at the festival is truly a ministry. 

      St. Judeôs financial heartbeat is its budget.  One of the first questions that arises when a parish project needs to be done is: ñIs this in 

the budgetò?  If it is not in the budget , then we must ask: ñHow will we pay for it?ò  Because of your generosity during our last fiscal year, 

we were able to meet all of our financial commitments and sustain support to the many, many ministries that our parish offers. In addition, 

we were able to fund a very successful 50th anniversary celebration.  So as not to bore you with lots if mundane financial details, I have 

prepared a very condensed version of our year end results below. The line marked ñOrdinary Operating Incomeò represents those items 

that are our normal sources of income, such as, tithing, tuition, and other contributions.  The ñOrdinary Operating Expensesò are normal 

every day expenses such as utilities, salaries, and normal repairs.  As you can see, we actually ended up ñin the redò.  However when you 

then take into consideration the expenses of our 50th anniversary celebration, we actually would have put about $8,000.00 in the bank.  It 

can be argued that there are many ways to look at financials and there is little doubt that ours is probably one of the most conservative 

ways.  However, in this world of inflated profits and misstatement of expenses, I believe this is the correct way and most sound way to look 

at our financials.

      Recently  we began to hear about the capital campaign for Phase II of our building project. You may have already seen posters and 

other advertising about it.  With the current state of the economy, we hear the inevitable question: ñIn light of the economy, is this a good 

time for St. Jude School to expand?ò   Looking at the overall financial picture of the parish we have some capital campaign money in the 

bank already and we reasonably believe that we will continue to be able to meet our normal financial obligations.  We are in a positive fi-

nancial situation right now and chances are that the prices for building materials will not be cheaper in the future.  Demand for entry to our 

school remains high, as evidenced by the waiting list at some grade levels.   We understand the current financial challenges faced by 

many parishioners and perhaps some can only offer their prayers for our success.  In spite of that reality, we will need the broad support of 

our entire parish to successfully complete the next phase of our building project.  This project gives us the opportunity to build upon the 

legacy of faith established for us by those first few parish families over 50 years ago.  

      Festival   Numbers 

The Festival numbers have been finalized and we are happy to say that we are almost $4,000 net up from last 

year.  Our profit this year is $72,053.32.  A BIG THANK YOU to all of our parishioners who worked, to those 

who bought and sold tickets, to all of our sponsors, to our friends from St. Philip and especially to those who at-

tended and made the Festival such a success.  THANK YOU!!!
